Transcona voters can register or update their information until tomorrow to ensure they receive a voter 
information card in the mail.  
 
Eligible voters who have not already received their cards — or who received a card with out-of-date 
information — can visit www.electionsmanitoba.ca or contact the local election office to register or 
update their information. Registrations and updates can be done until Feb. 27. Voters who register or 
update their information during the revision period will be mailed a voter information card. 
 
Voting is faster if you register before the election and bring your voter information card to the poll. 
Voters can still register and vote at the poll during advance voting and on election day.  
 
Advance voting will be held from March 8 to 15 at 1500 Day St., and March 8 to 17 at the local election 
office.
